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Abstract

The purpose of this study is to
understand the healing process of change in
relation to the therapeutic time factor in

Sandplay Therapy with children who have
lost a parent. Jung’s theory provides the
framework for interpret ting of children’s
works in Sandplay Therapy.

This study adopts process-analysis as a
research method. Twelve Sandplay
Therapies” works were conducted with five
children who lost a parent. 60 pieces of
works produced by these children in
Sandplay Therapy were selected for data
analysis based on symbolic objects, picture
structures, dry or wet sands, and
self-representing objects, In order to create
the consistency when analyzing between
researchers, necessary training was
performed. Reliability between researchers
reached 0.82-.88. Further, self-narratives
and stories from children in sandplay
therapy allowed closer interpretation to
children’s experiences in data-analysis.

The result of this study displays the
psychological changes in children who lost a

conclude oppression, chaos,
outsiders, and hidden attacking tendency.
The psychological changes with children in
this study also supported three stages, which
were proposed by Allen and Berry (1987)
including chaos, conflicts, and integration.
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
