The objects of this research were
271 primary schools pupils ranged from
Year 4 to Year 6. They were asked to
produce an article named ‘My Enemies’.
After the articles were col lected, the
researcher adopted content analysis
for data analysis.

The findings included:
1. ‘Different Types of Enemies’: Most
Year 4 pupils thought their enemies
were their classmates, while pupils
from Years 5 and 6 tended to think their
enemies were themselves. Some pupils
said that their enemies were their
teachers or someone who were very good
at studying. It showed the learning
pressure of primary school pupils.
2. ‘The Characters of Enemies’: Pupils
who regarded themseives as enemies
would think they were lazy, not paying
much attentions in class, bad-tempter,
etc.; while pupils who considered
others were enemies would dislike them
hitting people, selfish, scoring
people, etc.
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
